Dear Shareholders

2017 marked a significant milestone for our Company, as we successfully listed on the Yangon Stock
Exchange to become Myanmar’s first public listed telecommunications company. We have had a
decade of strong performance in the Myanmar telecommunications sector, with our daily operations
handled by over 400 skilful employees.

With our strong competitive position and a deep understanding of the Myanmar market, we are
confident that the listing will position us well to capitalize on future opportunities, cementing our
status as one of the leading telecommunications companies in Myanmar.

Performance Summary

In the financial period from 1 April 2017 to 31 March 2018 (“FY2017-2018”), Myanmar’s
telecommunications market experienced rapid growth, with increased liberalization bringing
heightened mobile penetration. We continued to leverage our strong competitive position to drive
growth, with profit increasing from approximately [Ks 1.378 billions ] in the financial period from 1
April 2016 to 31 March 2017 (“FY2016-2017") to approximately [Ks 1.680 billions] in FY2017-2018,
representing an increase of [22]%. Revenues have also increased from approximately [9.466billion] in
FY2016-2017 to [9.940 billions] in FY2017-2018, representing an increase of [5]%.

In FY2017-2018, we have taken the opportunity to expand our prepaid card manufacturing and
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distribution segment, with production of top-up cards increasing by [40]% in FY2017-2018 as
compared to the previous financial year FY2016-2017. We are presently a leading distributor of top-up
cards in [6] township in the Yangon region, as well as [9] township in the Northern Shan state.

Performance in our fiber maintenance segment has remained strong, with the Company providing 24/7
cable maintenance services for the Yangon-Mandalay highway route as well as the Mandalay-Magway
route.

Our expansion into the provision of broadband network services through Myanmar GT Broadband
Co., Ltd., a joint-venture with our partners from China, has proven to be immensely successful. Our
broadband network services business segment has been a strong driver of growth and we have
successfully expanded our current coverage network in Yangon, Lashio and Taunggyi, with our
“Welink” brand gaining popularity in Myanmar for its high quality, affordability and efficient
after-sale service.

Future prospects

Moving forward, we hope to continue improving the quality of our services. We also plan to cooperate
with our foreign partners to leverage their technological expertise in expanding our operational
capabilities and service selection.

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REVIEW OF OPERATIONS

Our Performance

In the past financial year, our Company had experienced stable performance in our information and
communication technology (“ICT”) business and we had also successfully listed on the Yangon Stock
Exchange (YSX). The ICT business includes the following business segments: (i) fixed and mobile
network engineering services (ii) fiber turnkey projects (iii)) BTS and fiber installation and
maintenance (iv)maufacturing and distribution of mobile top-up cards and (v) Conference System.

With the aim of being an early entrant into Myanmar’s capital market and to leverage on its growth,
our Company was successfully listed on the YSX on 26th January, 2018, after about a year of intense
preparation. This listing makes us the fifth listed company on the YSX and the first true initial public
offering involving an issuance of new shares in Myanmar. It was indeed a historic and proud moment
for us and our board of directors (“Board’’) and management have been spurred on by this achievement
and will continue to focus on developing and improving the ICT business, ultimately to improve the
lives of the Myanmar people with increased convenience and accessibility.

The Company’s profit increased from approximately Ks[1.378 billions] in FY2016-2017 to
approximately Ks[ 1.680 billions] in FY2017-2018, representing an increase of approximately [22]%.
Our revenues increased from approximately Ks[ 9.466 Millions] in FY2016-2017 to approximately
Ks[ 9.940 billions] in FY2017-2018, representing an increase of approximately [ 5%]. [This increase

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is attributable to an expansion of our MPT prepaid cards operations as well as engagement with new
clients such as Mytel and China Unicom.]

In accordance with our business plan, we had in the past financial year focused on ICT and also the
recent expansion into the broadband network service and the Metro fibre operation. Further
information on these is as set out below.

ICT

For the ICT service, we have focused on delivering quality professional and technical services across
every phase of the project, thereby ensuring that all the projects are completed on time and in
accordance with our high quality standards. This is to ensure that our customers remain satisfied and
will continually utilize our services. Our clients include Telecom Operators, China Unicom, Foreign
vendors and some other public companies and the service we provide include BTS and fiber
maintenance, civil work (i.e. technical installation, construction and renovation). As a testament to our
hard work in ensuring high quality standards and for achieving our internal KPIs, we have been ranked
as one of the Top 3 suppliers by our customers.

(1) fixed and mobile network engineering services, fiber turnkey projects and BTS and fiber
installation and maintenance

With the entry of Mytel as the fourth telecommunications operator in Myanmar and their specific
requirement for fast deployment in remote areas, we were strategically positioned to provide such
services to Mytel. In this regard, we had signed a framework agreement with Star High to construct
over 180 sites for Mytel in Yangon, Mandalay, Shan North and Shan South, with 147 purchase orders
having been issued thus far. We have completed the construction of 70 sites and are presently in the
process of fulfilling the remaining purchase orders.

We presently operate and maintain more than 800 BTS towers in the Shan, Bago and Naypyitaw
regions for MPT-KSGM, as well as 67 sites for Mectel. Our services were particularly crucial in
ensuring stable and uninterrupted network connection in Naypyitaw due to its status as the capital of
Myanmar.

Our Company provides maintenance for MPT-KSGM’s fiber network along the Yangon-Mandalay
highway route as well as the Mandalay-Magway route. To ensure a high quality of maintenance
services, we organized various training programmes, with our staff receiving formal on-job training to
maintain submarine equipment from an American trainer from AAEI, as well as to maintain DWDM
equipment from a vendor from China. Our staff has also been trained remotely by a vendor from India
to operate a network operation center (NOC).

(i)  Manufacturing and distribution of mobile top-up cards

On the manufacturing and distribution of mobile top-up-cards business segment, we had continually
provided consistent and quality service to our customers which include the major telecommunications
network providers in Myanmar. We are currently covering 15 townships in Yangon and Shan states for
MPT-KSGM and we have consistently achieved the KPI set by MPT-KSGM. Our high quality

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standard is acknowledged by our customers. To meet this increase demand for our services, production
for mobile top-up-cards at our factories have increased by 40% from FY2016-2017 to FY2017-2018.
Broadband Network Services

Our broadband internet segment involves the provision of broadband internet services through
Myanmar GT Broadband Co., Ltd (“GT Broadband”), a joint venture with GCI Science & Technology
Co., Ltd. We presently own 38.8% of GT Broadband.

Metro Fiber Operation

The Board is in discussions to expand into the installation of metro fiber networks and it aims to do so
by the end of 2018. Metro fiber is a new form of optic fiber which connects several enterprises in a
metropolitan area by providing high speed broadband connection - high speed data is transmitted as
light impulses. This will allow for faster internet connection in comparison with the wireless and fixed
line internet networks available in Myanmar. We believe that our strong operating track record in the
telecommunications industry will help us develop these new business areas and attract our existing
loyal customers.

Others business

Apart from the above business and projects, our Company is also presently in discussion with various
government-linked entities on the provision of various ICT services. Given our reputation of providing
quality ICT services, we believe we will be able to secure more projects in the upcoming financial
year.
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Given our Company’s reputation in providing quality maintenance services, China Unicom had
recently selected our Company to be their strategic partner to maintain AAE1’s (a 25,000 km
submarine communications cable system from South East Asia to Europe across Egypt) Myanmar
landing station which is situated at Ngwe Saung Beach. In addition, our Company was also engaged to
provide maintenance services in respect of China Unicom’s inland transmission link (19 DWDM
transmission node) between Ngwe Saung and Muse. It has been a successful partnership with China
Unicom thus far and we have upheld an impressive zero accident record for the past 6 months. Our
24/7 response, technical skill and standard daily operations were highly regarded by China Unicom
Given that we were able to meet our KPIs set by China Unicom and these were marked as excellent
by China Unicom.

Investment Overview

In the past financial year, our company mainly invested in our broadband internet segment through GT
Broadband. We are also presently in close contact with the Myanmar government with a view to agree-
ing on potential new projects.

New Initiatives

We are currently exploring opportunities to extend the business scope with various vendors such as
Huawei and ZTE to include multi-service access network (MSAN) projects, network operation centre
(NOC) projects, power modernization projects, long term evolution (LTE) installation projects. We are
also exploring options in entering the B2C market in Myanmar.

Currency - Myanmar Kyat

1. General Information

TMH Telecom Public Company Limited was incorporated as a private company in the Union of Myanmar
under the Myanmar Companies Act on August 21, 2007.

The registered office of the company is No.(54), Eastern Business Center , Level 4 & 5, Laydaungkan
Road, Thingangyun Township, Yangon Division.

The validity of Certificate of Incorporation issued to the company is five year expiring on July 29, 2019.

The Financial Statements are expressed in Myanmar Kyat and relate to the year from 1, April 2017 to 31,
March 2018.

The name of Company was changed from Tah Moe Hnye Chan TharTun Wai Thar Company Limited to
TMH Telecom Company Limited, dated on 12.1.2016.

The TMH Telecom Company Limited has been transformed from private company limited to public
company limited, dated on 25.5.2016.

The principle business activities of the company are
- Production of Top Up Cards
- Distribution of mobile sim cards and prepaid Top Up cards
- Auto Telecom Exchange Installation & Maintenance Services
- BTS Tower Construction & Maintenance Services
- Site Acquisition & Technical Installation Services
- Fiber Cable Construction & Maintenance Services
- Power System Installation & Maintenance Services
- Telecom Equipment Installation & Maintenance Services
- Wiring & Cabling Services

2. Preparation of Accounting Policies

A. Basis of Preparation

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Myanmar Accounting Standards (MAS)
under the historical cost convention.

B. Foreign Currency Translation
(1) Functional and presentation currency

Items includes in the financial statements of the Company are measured using the currency of primary
economic environment in which the entity operates (the ‘functional currency’).The financial statements are
presented in Myanmar Kyat, which is the functional and presentation currency of the Company.

(2) Transactions and balance
Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency at the exchange rate prevailing
on the dates of the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such
transaction and from the translation at year-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities
denominated in foreign currencies are recognized in the income statement.

C. Use of estimates and judgments
The preparation of the financial statements in uniformity with MFRS requires management to make
judgments, estimates and assumption that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported
amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expense. Actual result may differ from these estimates. Estimate
and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are
recognized in the period in which the estimates are revised and in any future periods affected.
D. Revenue Recognition
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- The company was received prepaid card profit at 6% of MPT prepaid cards sold.
- Printing incomes are recognized when the printing income is certain to be received.

- Project incomes are recognized when the company satisfies the performance obligation by
transferring control of a promised goods or services to the customers.
E. Inventories

Inventories are carried at the lower of cost and net realizable value (NRV). Cost is determined on a
First In First Out basis.

F. Property, Plant & Equipment

Property, plant & equipment are recognized at cost less accumulated depreciation or accumulated
amortization.

Depreciation is calculated using the straight line method over the estimated useful lives of these assets.
The depreciation rates of these assets are as follows,

Machinery & Accessories 10%
Motor Vehicles 20%
Office equipment 10%
Furniture & Fixture 10%
Computer & Printer 40%
Electrical Equipment 40%

G. Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash in hand and deposits in various local banks.

H. Ordinary Shares
Only Ordinary Shares are classified as equity.Costs directly attributable to the issuance of new
ordinary shares are recognized in profit or loss in the year of issuance of new ordinary shares.

1. Provisions
Provisions are recognized when the company has a present legal or contractive obligation
as result of past events.
J. Trade and other payables
Trade and other payables represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the
company to the end of financial year which are unpaid. They are classified as current liabilities if
payment is due within one year or less. Otherwise, they are presented as non-current liabilities.
K. Other Investment
These Financial instruments are measured at fair value through other comprehensive
income and are valued at fair value including directly attributable transaction costs. Changes in
fair value are recognized in equity and dividends receivable from equity assets are recognized in
the income statement.
L. Deferred Income
Deferred Incomes are recognized when the cash receipt for after sale services. When
services are satisfied or period is expired, deferred incomes are recognized as service income.
M. Income Tax

All tax expenses are current taxes and recognized in the income statement. Current tax is the expected
tax payable on the taxable income for the year, using the tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the
reporting date.
