1. General

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Unless otherwise stated, the following accounting policies have been applied consistently .in dealing
with items that are considered material in relation to the financial statemints. These policils have beei
consistently applied to all the years presented unless otherwise stated.

2.1 Basic of preparation

The financial statements have beeh prepared in accordance with the provision of the Myanmar
Companies Law 2017 and Myanmar Financial Reporting Standards (MFR-S). The financial statements
have been prepared under the historical cost convention unless otherwise indicate in the summary of
signifi cant accounting policy.

The preparation of these financial statements in conformity with MFRSs requires management to
exercise its judgment in the process of applying the Company's accounting poii.i.r. It also requires
the use of certain critical accounting estimates rd assumptions.

2.2 Revenue Recognition

Revenue comprises the fair value of the consideration received or receivable for the sale of goods and
rendering of services, net of service tax, sale commission and discount.

The group recognized revenue and the related cost can be reliable measured, it is probable that the
collectability of the related receivable is reasonably assured and when the specific criteria for each of
the Group's activities are met as follows:

(a) Sale of Goods

Revenrn from sale of goods is recognized when the customers
obligations.

(d) Interest Income

Interest Income is recognized when the interest is deposited into the bank account.

2.3 Group Accounting

(a) Subsidiaries

(i) Consolidation

Subsidiaries are all entities over which the Group has control. The Group controls the entity when
the group is exposed to, or has rights to and has the ability to affect its power to direct the activities
of the entity. Subsidiaries fully consolidated from the date on which control is transferred to the
Group. They are deconsolidated from the date that control ceases.

In preparing the Consolidated Financial Statements, intercompany transactions and balances and
unrealized gains on transactions between group entities are eliminated. Unrealized losses are also
eliminating unless the transactions provide evidence of an impairment indicator of the transferred
asset. Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to ensure
consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

Non-controlling interests comprises the portion of a subsidiary's net results of operation and its
net assets, which is attributable to the interest that are not owned directly or indirecily by the equity
holders of the company. They are shown separately in the consolidated statemeni oi
comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity, and statement of financial position.

(ii) Acquisitions

The acquisition method of accounting is used to account for business combinations entered into
. by the Group.

On an acquisition-by-acquisition basis, the Group recognizes any
acquire at the date of acquisition either at fair value or at
proportionate share of acquiree's identifiable net assets.

(c) Associated Companies

Associated companies are entities over which the Group has significant influence, but not control,
generally accompanied by a shareholding giving rise to voting rights of 20% and above but not
exceeding 50%.

Investrnents in associated companies are accounted for in the Consolidated Financial Statements using
the equity method of accounting less impairment losses, if any.

(i) Acquisitions

Investments in associated companies are initially recognized at cost. The cost of an acquisition is
measured at the fair value of the assets given, equity instruments issued or liabilities incurred or
assumed at the date of exchange, plus costs directly attributable to the acquisition.

(ii) Equity Accounting Method

Under the equity method of accounting, the investments are initially recognized at cost and
recognized Grbup's share of its associated companies' profits or losses of the investee in profit or
loss and its share of movements in other comprehensive income of the investee's other' comprehensive income. Dividend received or receivable form the associated companies are
recognized as a reduction of the carrying amount of the investrnents.

2.4 Currency Translation

(a) Functional Currency

Functional culrency is the currency of the primary economic environment in which an entity
operates. The financial statement of the Company is measured using the respective functional
currency of Ever Flow River Group Public Company Limited is Myanmar Kyat.

In the case of presenting in Myanmar Kyat, which is the functional currency of the Company,
transactions in foreign currencies are translated into the functional currency at the rate ofexchange
ruling at the dates ofthe transactions.

(b) Transactions in Foreign Currency

Monetary items denominated in foreign currencies at the balance sheet are translated at the foreign
exchange rates ruling at that date.

Non-monetary items which are measured in terms of historical costs denominated in foreign
currencies are translated at the foreign exchange rate ruling atthatdate of transaction.

(c) Exchange Rate Differences

Exchange differences arising on the settlement of monetary items and the transactions of monetary
items are included in the income statement for the year. When a gain or loss on a non-monetary
item is recognized directly in income statement, any corresponding exchange gain or loss is
recognized directly in income statement. When a gain or loss on a non-monetary item is
recognized in the income statement, any coresponding exchange gain or loss is recognized in
income statement.

Provisions for other liabilities and charges are recognized when the company has a legal or constructive
obligation as a result of events, it is rhore likely than not that an outflow of resources will be required to
settle the obligation, and a reliable estimate of the amount can be made.

2.13 Trade and Other Payables
